THIS COMPLETED FORM MUST BE GIVEN TO THE ASSOCIATION ATHLETIC DIRECTOR IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE GAME:
PROCEDURE FOR MONITORING THE GAME

· Each team must have two non-coach monitors.

· One monitor from one team and one monitor from the other team shall work together on a sideline, so both sidelines are covered.  The monitor from the opposing team records the “plays”.



· At the end of the first half, monitors meet with one coach from each team and the referee to identify for the coaches , the players who need plays in the game.

· At the end of the third quarter, the referees shall confer with the four must play monitors at midfield.  If any players have not satisfied their play requirements as shown on the forms (which are the final word on actual play time), the referee shall note their numbers and those players shall enter the game and remain in the game on offense and defense until their play requirements are satisfied.  Lack of cooperation by coaches or objections by coaches shall be grounds for an unsportsmanlike penalty.

· Any problems with coaches shall be reported by the monitors to the Executive Director.
DEFINITION OF A PLAY
· A “play” must be from the line of scrimmage.

· A kickoff, punt, extra point or free kick does not count as a “play”. 

· If there is a penalty which causes the previous down to be replayed, the previous down shall not be counted as a “play”.

· All players shall be provided their minimum plays by participation in “active” plays, without the intent to minimize the action or the integrity of the plays.  Plays such as, but not limited to, having the quarterback fall to the ground, while substitutes are playing in other positions, shall not be considered as active plays.

FIRST HALF RULE 

· A player can only play on offense or defense in the first half. 
· Exceptions: (1) if the team has less than 22 players, it can use any players from its squad with 11 players to fill in on the squad with less than 11 players; or (2) if a team with 22 players or less has an injury, it can use any players from its squad with 11 players to fill in for the injured player until the injured player can re-enter; or (3) if the quarterback is injured, and the back-up quarterback is a defensive player, the defensive back-up quarterback may assume the quarterback position and play both ways or on offense only until the injured quarterback is able to return.  Also, this First Half Rule does not apply to kicking or receiving teams when the ball is intended to be kicked or punted, and to the offense or defense on extra point attempts.
